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CONSTRUCTION MATERIALS TESTING & INSPECTIONS.:

INSPECTIONS : All construction is subject to inspection by the City of Bryan Construction
I[nspectors. The contractor must coordinate all required inspections with the appropriate
City Official.

CONCRETE INSPECTIONS : Concrete compressive strength test cylinders shall be made
according to ACI specifications at the frequency of 1 set of 4 cylinders (7,28,28,R) every 50
yards of concrete placed, not less than one set per day of concrete placement.

PAVING SUBGRADE INSPECTIONS : In place nuclear moisture density tests shall be
taken every 5,000 sqft per 6" compacted lift of fill, lime stabilized subgrade and crushed
limestone base course.

Proof Roll subgrade prior to fill over entire site, and proof roll areas of cut after subgrade is
established. '

6% Lime Stabilized Subgrade shall achieve 4 minimum pH of 12.4 within 1 hour of
obtaining sample from 48-hour remix, gradations requirements at remix is 100% pass 112"
sieve, 85% pass 3/4" sieve and 60% passing No. 4 sieve.

Compaction requirements:

Structural fill & Lime Stabilized Subgrade: 98% to 102% density of standard proctor
(ASTM D-698) at optimum to +4% moisture.

Crushed Limestone Base Course: 95% to 105% density of modified proctor (ASTM
D-1557) at optimum to +4% moisture.

Crushed Limestone Base shall meet current TXDoT requirements with respect to WBM,
gradations and plasticity index.

Rolling pattern for asphalt must be established by 3rd party inspection company. Tack cout
must be placed consistently on top of base course. One hot sample should be obtuned for
every day of plucement, and tested in a laboratory with appropriate TXDoT methods for air
voids and HVEEM stability. Air voids should be between 2% and 5%, and HVEEM
stability should be no less than 35. Cores shall be taken for thickness verification and tested
for in place air void percentage. Payment for asphalt will be in accordance with standands
set forth in the B/CS Unified Specification No. 330.

SWPPP:

Project site is (.826 acres, therefore due to the project site being less thun one ucre, is not
required by TCEQ to be reported and does not fall under the guidelines of TPDES Genenul
Permit TXR150000. Although SWPPP best management pructices are implemented for the
project site.

FLOOD PLAIN INFORMATION:

According to the sammended Flood Insurance Rate Map complied by the Federsl Emergency
Management Agency for the National Flood Insurance Program, Community Panel No.
48041C0142C, Brazos County, TX dated September 19, 2000, it appears that a partion of
the Royal Ouks Gardens, Lot 4, falls within the 100-year Flood Hazard Boundary, but not in
the Floodway. The project falls into the Zone AE section of the flood plain fringe of Burton
Creek, the 100-year flood elevation for the project site is considered to be 275.5 feet per
intrepretation of the FEMA flood map and current revisions. The proposed elevation of the
foundation slab of the proposed mulit-family dwelling is 277 feet, therefore cresting 1.5 feet
headway for the slab finish floor elevation above the 100-year flood elevation. A LOMR-F
is to be completed and filed with the City of Bryan and FEMA by WBE prior to the request
of certificate of occupancy, the developer assumes responsibility if problems should ocour
with the acceptance of the LOMR-F. A development permit will be filed with the City of
Bryan with appropriate certifications upon application for building permit. Anelevation
certificate will also be filed to the City of Bryan upon completion of the foundation slab.

SITE DRAINAGE:

Flume on south-west corner of parking lot will drain into an existing creek utilizing bullrock
on the creek edge to prevent erosion. No detention pond is required for this project as stuted
in the Unified Stormwater Design Guidelines, revised February 2008, in Appendix B:
Region's Watersheds, Table B-1, which shows that no detention pond is required for ureas
of Burton Creek between E. 29th Street and Carter Creck.

SPECIFICATIONS : Refer to the contruct specifications for information in addition to that
contained in these notes and the structural drawings.

ARCHITECTURAL DRAWINGS : Refer to the architectural drawings for information
including but not limited to: dimensions, elevations, utility connections and other sitework
related items.

CONTRACTOR RESPONSIBILITIES : The contractor is responsible for the means and
methods of construction and all job related safety standards. The contructor is responsible to
be fumiliar with the work required in the construction documents and the requirements for
executing the work in accordance with the governing ordinances and codes.

DISCREPANCIES : In case of discrepancies between these general notes, contract
specifications and reference standards, the Engineer shall determine which govem.
Discrepancies shall be brought to the attention of the Engineer before proceeding with work.
Accordingly, any conflict in or between the Contruct Documents shall not be a basis for
adjustment in the Contract Price, without the approval of Engineer or Owner.

SITE VERIFICATION : The contractor shall verify all dimensions and conditions at the site.
Conflicts between the drawings and actual site conditions shall be brought to the attention
of the Engineer before proceeding with work.

EXISITING UTILITIES : The contractor shall determine the location of all existing
underground utilities prior to earthwork. Any utility information shown on the drawings and
details is approximate and not necessarily complete.

ZONING.

The property is zoned C-1 (Office) District. On November 6, 2008, the Bryan Planning and
Zoning Commission approved a Conditional Use Permit to allow multi-family residential
use on this property, subject to compliance with certain conditions (case no. CU0B-13).
Please refer to the Planning and Zoning Commission meeting minute record of November 6,
2008 for a list of these conditions.

PARKING ANALYSIS:

Proposed apartment building has 24 one bedroom units, therefore 24 total bedrooms. One
parking space is required per bedroom, therfore 24 spaces are required. The project site
only includes 21 spaces due to property size limitations and parking Jayout requirements.
The other required parking spaces are to be used at the adjacent Royal Ouks Gardens
Apurtments via a filed Joint Use Agreement between lots 4, 5 & 6 of the Royal Ouks
Gardens Subdivision. The adjacent complex has 56 extra spacss to be utilized.

ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES / SOLID WASTE:

Proposed 12'x10’ dumpster area with 3 sides wood fence, dumpster is proposedtobe a 8
yard front lift type metal dumpster. The dumpsters will need to be scheduled to be picked
up twice per week. The contractor shall be responsible for the containment and proper
disposal of all liquid and solid waste associated with this project. Teh contractor shall use
4]l meuns necessary to prevent the occurrence of wind blown litter from the project site.
Demolition/Construction Waste - Site is required to provide containment for waste priorto
and during demolition/construction. Solid waste roll off boxes and/or metal dumpsters shall
be supplied by City or City permitted contractor(s) only.

BUILDING INFORMATION:

There are no variances requested for minimum building setbacks or maximum height
requirements, the proposed location of the apartment building is setbuck further than
requirements on all sides und the roof is lower than requircments at highest point.
Minimum Front/Street Setbacks: 25 feet

Minimum Side & Rear Setbacks: 7.5 feet

Maximum Height: 35 feet

Proposed Gross Area: 20,376 SQFT, 3 Story @ 6,792 SQFT per floor

Proposed Maximum Height: 34'10" at pesk

FIRE PROTECTION:

Proposed 6" waterline from Carter Creeck Pkwy to the north-western side of the proposed
parking lot, this line splits into a 2" private domestic water service line and a 3"private firc
sprinkler service line, see Waterline Design Report. The proposed building is to be equipped
with a sprinkler system for fire protection with a National Fire Protection Association
(NFPA) approved 13R system, to be installed by SAFE, Inc. Part of the existing watertine
easement will be abundoned by seperate instrument by a registered professional surveyor
prior to the request for certificate of occupancy, see Exhibit 2 in Water Design Report.
