Vending Machine Permits – 
City of Bryan Ordinance provides for an occupation tax on coin operated machines (music, skill and pleasure) in the City of Bryan.  This is an annual tax and the amount is one-fourth (1/4th) of the fee payable to the State of Texas.  

In order to receive a permit, the machine owner must:

· Furnish appropriate evidence to prove that the applicant has been issued machine permits and a license to engage in such business by the Texas Amusement Machine Commission.

· Fill out a City of Bryan Application For Coin-Operated Machine Tax Permit and pay the annual occupation taxes.  Permits are $15.00 per year for each machine.
The owner must attach the permit to the coin-operated machine for which the permit is issued.

Tax permits expire on December 31 of each calendar year.  Tax permits must be renewed on or before November 30 of each year.  
The following types of coin-operated machines do NOT need permits:

· Cigarette vending machines

· Service vending machines

· Merchandise vending machines

· Amusement machines designed exclusively for children
