BACKGROUND AND RECOMMENDATION:

[bookmark: _GoBack]The applicant, Mr. Tim Terry, is proposing to replat all 9 lots in Block 123 in the Bryan Original Townsite, into 6 new lots, (1-R to 6-R). The purpose of the replat is to configure the lots for development of residential and mixed use development which is supported by both the 2007 Comprehensive Plan and the 2001 Downtown Masterplan. The subject property was originally platted in 1860 and was utilized for various uses until the City of Bryan purchased the property in 2008 as part of the Downtown revitalization efforts. It has remained vacant since that time. 

The proposed replat conforms to all requirements of applicable codes and ordinances and the Site Development Review Committee and staff recommend approving this proposed replat.
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
