SIGNS,
HANDBILLS, &
FLYERS must not
be placed on utility
poles, street signs or
in a public right-of-
way. These signs are
prohibited.

GRASS CLIPPINGS from the mowing of
property should not be blown into the street or
gutter, nor dumped in bar ditches. This can lead
to the blockage of storm drains and culverts and
in turn, increase the chance of flooding from

storm water runoff.

OPEN STORAGE Open storage is
prohibited (except for materials for the
resident’s
personal use or
consumption,
e.g., firewood,
gardening

materials, etc.).

PARKING ON LAWNS is not allowed.

Any vehicle, recreational vehicle (boat, jet ski,

etc.), motor
home,
trailer or
truck-
tractor must

be parked

on an

improved surface such as concrete or asphalt.

PARKING ON STREET trailers or
vehicles with a rated capacity in excess of one-
ton are not
allowed.
