SPECIAL CHARTER AMENDMENT ELECTION 

NOVEMBER 8, 2022 

PROPOSED CITY CHARTER AMENDMENTS 

PROPOSITION A: 

Shall Section 5 ( 1) entitled " City Council. Duties of the Mayor," of the Bryan City Charter be amended to 
remove the limitation of" establishment that sells alcoholic beverages" and clarify that the Mayor may 
order any place of public gathering to be closed during a riot or disaster and may exercise authority 

granted under the Texas Disaster Act? 

There is no cost to the City should this Charter amendment be approved by the voters. 

PROPOSITION B: 

Shall Section 10 ( a) of the Bryan Charter entitled " Initiative. Petition," be amended to conformCity 
citizen petition requirements to existing State law by adding the requirement that a signer of a petition 
may provide the signer' s date of birth as an alternative to voter registration number and amend to clarify 
that the circulator of the petition that signed must also be a qualified voter of the City? 

There is no cost to the City should this Charter amendment be approved by the voters.

PROPOSITION A: 

Sec. 5. City Council. 

1) Duties of the Mayor. The mayor of the city shall: 

1) be the presiding officer of the City Council; 

2) perform the duties of a councilmember and have the right to vote on any matter before the council 
unless otherwise disqualified; 

3) sign all municipal bonds, deeds of conveyance, and all instruments where the executive head of the 

city shall be required to act; 

4) have authority in case of riot or disaster, with a purpose to preserve peace and good order in the city, 
to order and enforce the or establishment that sells alcoholicclosing of any place of public gathering 

beverages; and all other authority as provided in the Texas Disaster Act to the presiding officer of a local 
governing body; and 

5) perform all other duties as may be imposed by this Charter and the ordinances of the city. 

PROPOSITION B: 

Sec. 10. Initiative. 

a) Petition. Any proposed ordinance may be submitted to the City Council by a petition signed by 

qualified voters of the city equal in number to 10 percent of the qualified voters of the city as appears in 
the county voter registration records as of the January 31st preceding the date of submission of the 

The signatures to the need not all be appended to one but in addition to apetition. petition paper, 

signature, the shall contain each signer' s name, the signer' s date of birth or voterpetition printed 
registration number, place of residence, giving street and number, and date of signing. For each paper 

upon which signatures are appended,petitioners' a qualified voter of the city who also signed the petition 
One of the signers to each paper shall make an oath before an officer authorized to administer oaths that 
the statements in the petition are true and each signature to the paper appended is the genuine signature of 
the person whose name appears.
